There is a contract now iu existence b«- 
tween the city of Indianapolis and the In­
dianapolis Water Company, covering the sup­
ply tarnished to the city Iteeif, and in terms 
adopting and making the ordinance of 1870 a 
part of such contract which provides that the 
rates to private consumers shall be fixed by 
agreement or arbitration, within tbe limita­
tions hereinbeiore indicated. So long, there­
fore,as it remains and is held as a valid agree­
ment between the parties thereto, the city by 
its Common Coonml can not fix water rates 
to private consumers, which will be in viola­
tion of tbs terms of such contract.

Story Concern ing the Baby that Died 
At tbe Orphan Asyium

The public i> familiar with the atory of 
the finding of a young baby in a basket by 
Mrs. Craft and its subsequent death at the 
orphan asylum, last week. Tbe following 
special from Brazil seema to throw some 
light on the matter:

iBpeoial to The Indianapolis Nsws.)
Brazil, March 8.—Last Saturday the 

Indianapolis papers contained an account 
of the arrest of a Mrs. Craft for abandon­
ing an infant child, and of it* subsequent 
death at a police station in Indianapolis, 
the result of exposure. Mrs. Craft ex­
plained that the child bad been banded to 
her in a basket as she stepped on the plat­
form of the train, and that she knew noth­
ing of the basket’s contents until the train 
had left the city. The police went to 
work on the matter, and discovered 
that a child had been born in a room 
in tho Rigby Hotel last Tuesday night, and 
that the mother had been moved the next 
day to the home of a Mrs. Reed. To-day at 
Mrs. Reed’s the young mother was foun d, 
and made a complete confession to the 
police. Her name is Miss Jennie Kimball, 
and she recently came from Da Quoin. 111., 
to visit friends. She says her Cousin, Will­
iam Douglass, manager of the Western 
Unioa Telegraph Company’s office here, 
and a prominent voung man, ia the 
father of her child. 'Last snmmer 
Mis* Kimball visited Mr. Douglase 
and hie sister, and by her beauty and 
modesty created a most favorable impres­
sion in the city. Sbe says that Douglass 
betrayed her and she came to him in her 
hoar of trouble. She asserts that she 
knows nothing of the disposition of the 
child; that Douglass brought Mrs. Craft, a 
relative of his, from Indianapolis and that 
they took the child away, bnt she insists 
that warm clothing had been made and put 
on the baby, notwithstanding it had been 
found in Indianapolis almost'baked. Dong- 
lass left the city the day after the birth of 
the child and hie whereabouts are on- 
known, The mother has created great ex­
citement here, which is intensified by the 
knowledge that Mrs. Craft is under arrest.

Theee rates to private 
consumers are not now incorporated in or 
fixed by tbe present proposed contract made 
by the Board of Public Works, and in view of 
the present law governing the city of Indian­
apolis l am of the opinion that it is the duty 
ot tbs Water Companyto submit its rates|to 
said board, and. in a supplemental contract 
made with said board to agree upon such rates 
covering one year from the date of its adop­
tion, which should bo approved by ordinance 
of the Council, and in case of a failure to 
make such an agreement, the question must 
be submitted to arbitration.

As to the validity of the terms, and espe­
cially of See. 3, of the ordinance of 1870,1 
woufa respectfully suggest that, under the 
power delegated by the State in the act of 
’66. it is mads the duty of the Common Coun­
cil to impose such restrictions upon;the Water 
Company as shall protect said city aad its in­
habitants from nndue or excessive charges 
for water (provided such restrictions shall 
not reduce the income of said cbmpany be­
low a dividend of 10 per cent, after the pay­
ment of repairs and expenses), and that, un- 
der this language, the city had and has no 
right whatever to delegate such au­
thority to arbitration, or to limit
the city in its power of im­
posing such restrictions to an agreement 
which must be assented to by the company.
* <■ * xhe limitation which provides that 
rates should not exceed those of other cities 
of the same population having as efficient 
water-works is so impractical and uncertain 
as, in mv opinion, to be void. As a question 
of practical benefit to private consumers, 
however, it is very apparent that, with the 10 
per cant, limitation placed upon tbe Council 
by the act of 1866, Its ability to reduce the 
present rates is absolutely destroyed. * * *

I wish also to express a doubt as to the 
power of the city to grant a charter to any

of ’66, under which tbe Water Company is or­
ganized, to fifty yean, and its rights will ex­pire in 1919; and, secondly, by a provision in 
the original act giving the city the right to

twenty-five years from the compan>’s organ­
ization, which is well-nigh expired, and bv 
the language of the ordinance of 1870, where 
it is agreed that the eity at any time, on 
giving six months’ notice, shall have the 
right to purchase said plant at such price as 
may be agreed upon between the city and the 
company, and, in case of a disagreement, that 
the price shall be fixed by arbitration. Stt 
lar as the term of the contract be concerned, 
therefore, I see no ground upon which the 
franchise could be declared void, unless it 
might be regarded as unreasonable, a de­
cision which 1 would consider as altogether 
improbable.

Aside from tbe conoinsions above given, I 
wish to call attention to the doeirabihtT of in* 
corporating at lull length in any contract 
now made with tbe Water Company every 
right given or duty imposed which may relate 
to the subject, so that such aa instrument 
shall stand in lieu of all other ordinances or 
contracts whatsoever theretofore passed or 
agreed upon, to the end that the eity, the 
Water Company and tbe publio may know 
where—in what document-and within what 
limits their rights and duties are to be found. 
By this, tho use of thnt dsngerous And unoer* 
tain clause, “and thereafter until a new con­
tract shall be made,” heretofore employed, 
may be avoided and the city be left, at tbe ex­
piration of such period. In an attitade of exact 
equality with the company.

The franchise committee, after quoting 
from Mr. Bailey’s opinion, made the follow­
ing auggestiona:

The suggestion of the city attorney that any 
contract now entered into between the city 
and the Water Company should clearly define 
all the rights existing between the parties 
thereto, and be in lien of all other contracts 
or ordinances so folly meets with the approval 
of your committee that they urge that the 
Board of Public Works undertake to secure 
such an agreement with said company. One 
clause of such a contract should fix the mm-vI- 
mnm rates to private consumers, and be sub-, 
ject to change from year to year, within the 
discretion of the Board of Public Works. * *

The clause which has been incorporated in 
each of the several contracts heretofore made 
between the Water Company and the city, 
to-wit: That the contract should be in force for tbe term of years therein named and 
“Thereafter until a new contract shall be 
made,” leaves it within the power of the Water 
Company, if it desires to continns in force any 
existing contract, to obstinately decline 
entering into a new one. The city 
is thus left at the company’s mercy. 
This clause shonld, by all means, 
be retained in any new contract, but, if possi­
ble, it should be modified by addin? thereto 
the following words: “Provided, further, that 
this contract may bs terminated by tbe Board 
of Public Works at any time after tbe expira­
tion of the fixed term of yean lor which it is 
made by tbe said board’s giving to said com­
pany a written notice of thirty days.” * • » 
Tbs committee recommends that the Board 
of Public Works enter into an agreement with 
the Water Company by which the maximum 
rates to private consumers shall be fixed.
* * * The Water Company consents and 
tbe Board of Pnblie Works deems it wise to so 
agree. Tbe provision covering the matter of 
maximum rates to private consomen may be 
made covering a period of more than one year.
